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This major implements the goals of the Party and the state regarding the construction of social work
talent teams, serves the needs of national social governance, cultivates and masters social work theories and
methods, has high comprehensive quality and strong practical ability, and focuses on composite, applied,
and innovative talents in China's disability cause. This major was founded in 1999 and enrolled in 2000. It
is one of the first universities in China to offer this major and has trained over 1500 undergraduate students.
It has been successively approved as a research base for the development of the disabled cause by the
China Disabled Persons Federation and a key research base for humanities and social sciences in Hubei
Province, and currently has a master's degree authorization point in social work.

This major is based on the construction of first-class undergraduate majors in Hubei Province, with a total
of 13 full-time teachers, including 2 professors and 8 associate professors. The doctoral degree has reached

over 80%, and the internationalization rate of teachers has exceeded 50%. There is currently one Vice



President of the Hubei Provincial Social Work Federation, one Vice President of the Wuhan Social

Association, one Yellow Crane Talent in Wuhan, and one "Top Ten Social Workers in China".

2.Command the knowledge system of social work, and the perspectives of social work on social problems
can be nurtured from this knowledge base.Know the basics of social policy, and be familiar with social
policies in different fields in which one practices social work.

3.Grasp comprehensive basics of social sciences, organize their knowledge around the key concept of
person-in-environment, and especially be able to explicate how behavior results from interaction among
all kinds of systems.Social work graduates should be culturally competent, being mindful of how different
cultures influence human behavior, the process of social work intervention, and the system of social
services with respect of individual and cultural diversities.

4.Understand the thoughts and methods of social sciences research, developing specific abilities in
practice research, intervention research, evaluation research, and reading scholastic literature of social
work..

5.Possess knowledge and skills in understanding and assessing individuals, families, groups, organizations
and communities.Be skilled at the processes of generalist social work, and help individuals, families,
groups, organizations and communities pursue planned change.Be able to transfer knowledge and skills in
social work to other fields.
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2.2 Graduation Requirements

Upon graduation, students in this major should meet the abilities required by the Engineering
Education Certification Standards of the China Engineering Education Professional Certification
Association, namely:

1. Be proficient at main theories and primary knowledge of the social work discipline, and grasp the
core values of social work and standards of main ethical principles.

2. Be able to use methods and techniques in investigate of social problems, analysis of social
policies, and development of social services.

3. Know guidelines, policies and statues on social work, social management, and social services.

4.Be able to social survey research, undertake scientific research and realistic work

5.Flexibly use variety of methods, such as case work, group work, community work, to provide
comprehensive services to service users.

6.Notice advanced theories and their application about sociology, social work and social welfare.

7.Be able to develop and implement social service programs, and operate social service agencies.

8.Be able to understand the meaning of teamwork and division of labor, and the ability to play a role
in the team.

9.Possess good communication, coordination, and organizational skills, able to effectively
communicate and cooperate with different groups.

10.Be able to manage and consult social work, as well as participate in the design, execution, and
evaluation of service projects.

11.Having the ability of explore learning, lifelong learning, and sustainable development.
